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		Grandma . . . our future is doomed!

		

		Oh, my! Why do you say that?
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		My brother told me so!

		

		Ah, I see . . .
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		No one really knows what will happen in the future! Sure, there will be bad things, but there will be lots and lots of good things, too.
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		Grown-ups act like they can predict the future . . . but they’re not always right.
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		Dad said that it was going to be sunny today, but he was wrong.

		

		See! That’s what I mean.
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		Grown-ups often tell you to choose one of two things.

		

		

		But if neither of them seems right . . .
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		There are more choices over here!
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		I choose this one!

		

		It’s okay to find something new on your own!

		

		

		There are so many possible futures!
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		You’re right. There must be more than just two or three.

		If I get yellow paint on my clothes, will my mom get mad at me?
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		Maybe not if I paint everything else yellow, too!
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		There are always alternatives, and it’s fun to think about what they might be.
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		Sometimes people ask, “Do you LOVE it or HATE it?” Or, “Is it GOOD or BAD?” Or, “Is that person your FRIEND or your ENEMY?”

		

		

		But there must be more than just those options!
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		Instead of “love” or “hate,” maybe I prefer “lovate!”
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		I lovate you, Daddy!
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		Grandma! When I grow up, I’m going to get a job thinking up different futures!

		

		What a great idea! But . . . I’ll probably be gone by then.
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		No way! That isn’t the only option, Grandma!
