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    Introduction


    I wrote my first ‘book’ when I was eight years old—a get-well card for my dad. It was a piece of paper folded into three and was called A Little Boooke I Madee. It said, ‘I hear your sick. So turn over the pages and see what you are if you don’t get better.’
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    My first ‘book’—and my first recorded spelling mistakes.


    Then, when my poor sick father turned the pages he was greeted with this disturbing picture of himself as some sort of animal buried in the ground next to a tombstone that says doomed. (I’m not sure why I chose to draw him like this—maybe we had recently buried a dead pet in the backyard and I was worried we would have to do the same to him if he didn’t get better!)
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    I’ve loved the word ’doomed’ from a young age. This headstone says ‘DOO/MED’.


    So, basically, what I was telling him was: ‘Get better soon … or you are DOOMED!’ It might have been quite an unconventional approach for a get-well card, but it was effective because he got better really fast. I wasn’t about to let it rest at that, however.


    As the years went on I dedicated myself to making the most terrifying get-well cards ever invented, as this one I made when I was ten clearly shows:
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    Another of my gruesome get-well cards.


     


    Anyway, I think you get the general idea. All I can say is it was pretty fortunate that I grew up to be a writer and not a doctor.
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    My childhood diary.


    When I wasn’t making gruesome cards, another thing I liked to do was fill my NOTHING TO DO BOOK with lots of stuff that I was interested in, like newspaper photos, advertisements for horror movies and bubblegum cards.


    Without knowing it, I was creating a writing journal … but I didn’t think of it as that—I just thought of it as a way of having fun.
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    An early attempt at humour.


    One of the things I liked doing in my book was cutting out photographs from the newspaper and messing around with them. ‘I’ve got a splitting headache’ was an early triumph. Okay, okay, I admit it’s not that funny … but check out the crazy photo on the next page.
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    I think I meant ‘two-headed monster’.


    Yeah, I know, I know … it’s not that funny either—and my cartoons weren’t much better—but the important thing is I was having fun, and that’s pretty much the theme of this book.


    You don’t have to be a great artist—or a great speller—to be able to have a great time with words and pictures.
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    No prizes for the correct answer.


    One day I was hanging around the second-hand stall at our school fete and I was lucky enough to pick up this rusty old typewriter for 40 cents. I carried it home, my dad got it working and then I borrowed a typing book and taught myself to touch type.
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    I still have the old typewriter I bought at my primary school fete.


    I spent many hours practising by typing out passages from my favourite books. (I didn’t know it at the time, but this is actually a great way for a beginning writer to find out how stories work!) It wasn’t long before I was using my rapidly developing typing skills to produce a magazine full of jokes and funny news articles for the other students in my year 7 class.
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    I used to sell my magazine ‘Popcorn’ for 3 cents a copy.


    I was thirteen years old when I had my first short story published in Pursuit magazine. It was called ‘Lost in time’ and was about going to a cricket match at the MCG and being mysteriously transported many centuries into the future.
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    My first-ever published short story. (You can read the exciting conclusion at www.andygriffiths.com.au/about)


    I spent the rest of my teenage years writing stories, poems, songs and cartoons for the amusement of myself and my friends and when, in my late 20s, I became a secondary English teacher I began writing stories to amuse my students. I published a number of these as 12-page pocket books, which I sold at markets.
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    The first version of Just Tricking! was a 12-page pocket book.
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    Many of the short pieces I wrote during this period were published in 1993 as a creative-writing textbook called Swinging on the Clothesline. This book was notable for being both my first published book and for introducing me to Terry Denton, who was commissioned by the publisher to illustrate it.
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    My first two books ever published were creative-writing textbooks.


    I loved Terry’s illustrating style and we worked together on another collection of creative-writing ideas called Rubbish Bins in Space in 1995.


    These books are now out of print and no longer available, but Once upon a Slime is basically a rewritten and revised version of them, using examples from all the books I have written since 1997.


    Two years later, the first Just book, Just Tricking!, was published. This book was notable for being both my first published book of pure short stories and for introducing me to the editor, Jill, who is now my wife and who has edited every book since then. She is also the inspiration for the character Jill in the Treehouse series.
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    Jill (in her flying-cat sleigh) arriving at Andy and Terry’s treehouse (The 13-Storey Treehouse).
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    So, as you can see, I have enjoyed having fun with words and pictures in some way or another from an early age, and still do. In this book I will show you 45 ways you can too.
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    1. Bad Mummy

    & Daddy cartoons


    Some of my favourite characters in all of the books that Terry and I have created are Bad Mummy, Bad Daddy and the kid who always asks permission to do something really stupid and/or dangerous. Most normal parents would say no, but I wanted to play with the idea of parents who do the opposite, that is, say yes when they should say no. They then surprise us again when, instead of being upset at what happens to their child as a result of their bad parenting, they simply shrug and say, ‘Oops!’
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    See if you can match the first frames of these Bad Mummy and Bad Daddy cartoons with the last frames on the next page.

    I love creating characters who do or say the opposite to what you would expect and there are many examples of these in my books and stories—especially the Bad Book series. These include the bad dentist, the bad vet, the three bad guys and the bad teacher (pictured below).


    Note: Vegetables are NOT bad for you.
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    The Bad Teacher (The Very Bad Book)


    TRY THIS


    Draw your own Bad Mummy cartoon


    Draw up nine boxes on a page. Think of the most dangerous, silly, crazy thing that a child could possibly want to do. Have them ask their parent for permission to do this crazy thing in the first frame. Then, after some discussion of the possible dangers of the activity, have the parent give in and say yes. Then show us what happens next. Don’t forget to have the parent say, ‘Oops!’ at the end.

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    2. Characters


    When I started out writing the stories that would eventually become the book Just Tricking!, I tried to write stories with completely made-up characters. But the characters didn’t feel ‘real’ to me. After a while I found it worked much better if I pretended I was writing true stories about me and my friends at school.


    I ‘borrowed’ and exaggerated certain aspects of my best friend, Danny Pickett, as well as the feelings I had for the girl I secretly admired, Lisa Mackney. I even cast myself (or a version of myself) as the narrator.
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    Grade 5, Eastmont Primary School, 1972


    Here’s a photo of us all in grade 5 with our teacher, Mrs Jensen. On my school report she commented that I had a good sense of humour. I think whoever gave me that haircut had one too. (Thanks, Dad!)


    In real life Danny Pickett was—and still is—a very funny and fun-loving person. Sure, he did the occasional dumb thing, but he is not the idiot Andy makes him out to be, and in real life I am not quite as foolhardy and impulsive and selfish as Andy the character. Part of the fun of storytelling is that you can change whatever you like to make the stories more entertaining.
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    Highly exaggerated version of Danny and Andy.
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    Andy and Lisa as Macbeth and Lady Macbeth.


    I also based other characters in the Just series on my parents, my neighbours and even my dog, Sooty. In real life I have two younger sisters called Susan and Julie, but I combined them into one sister, Jen (named after my friend Mark’s sister), and made her older than Andy because I thought it would be easier for him to embarrass and annoy an older sister (especially in front of her boyfriend).


    Likewise, I based the characters in the Treehouse series on Terry Denton (the illustrator), myself (the writer) and my wife Jill (who is an editor). In real life the three of us work on the books together, having fun, dreaming up silly stuff and solving problems. Once again, however, I must point out that Terry is not as irresponsible or as annoying in real life, I’m not quite as bossy and Jill doesn’t have loads of animals, though she did used to have a cat called Silky.
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    Sometimes I base my characters on types of people rather than specific people. In the Schooling Around series many of the characters are named according to their dominant personality traits.
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    Characters from the Schooling Around series.


    For example, Mrs Cross is always cross, Mr Shush the librarian is always telling the students to shush, Fiona McBrain is really smart, Grant Gadget is always inventing crazy machines and devices, Gretel Armstrong is very strong and Mr Grunt is a vain, boastful sports teacher.


    I also like naming characters after their physical characteristics. For example, Mr Big Nose has a very big nose, Captain Woodenhead the pirate has a head made of wood and Lumpyhead Fred has a very lumpy head.
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    Mr Big Nose from the Treehouse books.
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    Lumpyhead Fred from The Big Fat Cow That Goes Kapow.

    Common to all of these methods of coming up with characters, though, is that they all involve a certain degree of exaggeration. I tend to select one quality of a person and then exaggerate it. If a character is bad, I make them REALLY bad. If they’re boring, I make them REALLY boring. The more exaggerated, the more comic a character tends to become.


    A fast way of establishing a character’s personality is to simply let them speak for themselves.

    TRY THIS


    Guess who?


    The aim of this exercise is to describe a person in such a way that somebody else who also knows that person would be able to guess who it is. Don’t reveal the person’s name or relationship to you. You can describe what they look like but also let us hear them speaking. What sort of things do they typically say and how do they say them? Let us see them in action. What sort of things do they typically do and how do they do them? Let us see their possessions. What sort of things do they typically have in their hands and how do they use them?


    Be alert for any detail—no matter how small—that will help you to convey in as few words as possible who that person is. Use the following list to help you choose somebody to describe:


    •   Parent


    •   Grandparent


    •   Sister/Brother


    •   Cousin


    •   Friend

    •   Yourself


    Read your description aloud to a friend, family member or your class and see if they can guess who it is. Have fun, but don’t write anything that might upset the person you’re describing if they were to hear it.


    … OR THIS


    Write a story starring YOU!


    You don’t have to be able to make up imaginary characters or exotic settings to tell a good story. A fast way to create fun, believable-sounding stories is to start with the character you know best in the whole world (YOU!). Choose one of the following scenarios and describe what you would do and what happens next.


    •   You wake up to discover that you can no longer speak—you can only bark like a dog.


    •   You are in class. It’s a hot day. Your friend starts taking off their clothes … their shirt … their shoes … their socks … their pants!


    •   You have a strong suspicion that your teacher is a vampire and, worse still, you suspect that they know you have discovered their secret.


    Note: See Chapter 37 Snapshots if you’re not sure how to get started. See Chapter 45 What if …? and Chapter 43 Toy stories if you’d like to keep your story going. And see Chapter 41 The day my BLANK went BLANK! to help you come up with an attention-grabbing title.

    3. Choose your

    own adventure


    One of the things I really like about the early stages of writing a story is wondering about all the possible things that could happen. But one of the things I really don’t like about writing is having to make a decision about which one of those things to choose. That’s why I love writing in the ‘Choose your own adventure’ format—because you can dream up lots of possibilities and have fun exploring them all.


    ‘Cake of Doom’ in Just Disgusting! was the first choose-your-own story I wrote. The challenge is you have to bake a cake for your mother without getting killed in one of 11 (admittedly highly unlikely) cake-baking accidents.
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    Writing this story as a ‘Choose your own adventure’ allowed me to explore the many possible (as well as highly improbable) accidents you could have while trying to bake a cake.


    See if you can match the cause of each of the following cake-baking accidents with the fatal results on page 32.

    TRY THIS


    What happens next?


    Choose one of the following scenarios (or invent one of your own) and come up with six different possibilities for what might happen next—the more entertaining and outlandish the better.


    1. You’re cooking pancakes. You flip one and it flies out of the window … (Where does the pancake go? What trouble might it cause?)


    2. You’re out riding your bike. You hit a banana skin and skid out of control …


    3. You are babysitting your very naughty five-year-old cousin. It’s going pretty well until you turn around and see …


    4. You’re just going to sleep and you notice a spider walking across the ceiling towards you …


    Note: The main point of the exercise is to practise generating lots of options for your stories. But if you’re really inspired, why not use your favourite scenario—and imagined possibilities—as the starting point for a longer story (either choose-your-own style or traditional).

    Twelve doors


    Imagine that you are standing in front of twelve doors. Behind one there is a fabulous treasure. Behind the others are eleven of the most dangerous things in the world. Draw or describe what lies behind each one.
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    4. Crazy machines

    and inventions


    When I was young I used to read comics and they always had great ads for magic tricks and gadgets on the back pages, things like X-ray glasses, secret agent spy cameras and joy-buzzers. I was always intrigued by these and I guess that’s why I enjoy dreaming up weird and wonderful gadgets and inventions for Terry to draw … as you can see from the following examples.
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    Underpants shrinker/expander (‘A really, really good excuse’, Just Shocking!)
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    Terry’s super-flexible, endlessly extendable, titanium-coated talking tube (The 26-Storey Treehouse)
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    Mashing and pulverising machine (Just Macbeth!)

    Include labels explaining how your machine works and what it does. If you need help coming up with an idea, why not design one of the following machines?

    • A machine to make time go backwards … or faster … or slower … or stop completely


    • A machine that will make exact copies of anything you put into it: objects, money, food … even you!

    • A machine to make someone fall in love with you

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    5. Danger! Danger!


    Many of my stories feature characters in very dangerous situations or doing very dangerous things. Often they find themselves doing very dangerous things in very dangerous situations, like the little boy trapped in the burning apartment in The 26-Storey Treehouse.
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    The 26-Storey Treehouse


    Sometimes imaginary danger can be just as scary as actual danger. In this passage from Treasure Fever!, Jack Japes imagines a reason why their teacher is running late.


    ‘What if she’s been in an accident?’ said Newton.


    ‘I don’t think that’s likely,’ said Jenny. ‘You know how careful Mrs Chalkboard is.’


    ‘Yes, but careful people can still be involved in accidents,’ said Fiona. ‘That’s why they are called accidents. Something may have happened to the bus.’


    Newton’s face was getting whiter and whiter, if that was even possible.


    ‘Yeah,’ said Jack, taking up where Fiona left off. ‘There might have been an oil spill on the road and the bus skidded and went over a cliff … into shark-infested water … and the sharks got into the bus and all the passengers got eaten alive … and all that was left was their skeletons. Then imagine if Mrs Chalkboard’s skeleton climbed back up the cliff and hitched a ride to school and then came in the classroom and—’


    ‘JACK!’ said Jenny, ‘for goodness’ sake, STOP IT! You’re scaring Newton to death! I’m sure Mrs Chalkboard is fine!’


     


    Jack Japes terrorises poor Newton Hooton with his worst case scenario about why their teacher is late (Treasure Fever!).


    Of course, no road in real life could be as dangerous as The Very Bad Road in The Very Bad Book …
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    The Very Bad Book


    In the Just series, Andy constantly finds himself in extremely dangerous situations. Some of these include:
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    • Riding in a pram down a steep hill (‘Runaway pram’, Just Stupid!)


    • Flying high above the ground attached to helium balloons (‘A crazy … idea’, Just Crazy!)


    • Being buried alive (‘Playing dead’, Just Tricking!)


    • Jumping from a motorbike onto a moving car (‘Are we there yet?’, Just Annoying!)


    • Helping to steer a car while Danny is asleep at the wheel (‘Sleepover of doom’, Just Doomed!)

    • Being chased around the bath by two mysterious brown blobs (‘Two brown blobs’, Just Disgusting!)


    • Being trapped in a shower that is filling up with water (‘In the shower with Andy’, Just Annoying!)


    • Flying off a clothesline at high speed (‘Swinging on the clothesline’, Just Annoying!)


    • Being chased by angry nude people (‘Just nude!’, Just Doomed!)
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    It seems like the more dangerous the situation, the more readers love it. I guess stories allow us to have the thrill of experiencing dangerous situations without the risk of actual injury.


    TRY THIS


    Bad Road cartoon


    Draw your own bad road cartoon.


    Try to think of all the things you are most scared of and see if you can include these as hazards along the way.


    The structure of these cartoons is very simple—one road sign and one bad thing happening per frame. If you need ideas, feel free to help yourself to some from the list below.


    • Falling rocks, falling zombies, falling elephants, exploding elephants


    • Slippery when wet, explosive when wet


    • Naked people ahead


    • Micro sleeps can kill, micro sheep can kill


    • Beware invisible cows
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    … OR THIS


    Why Mrs Chalkboard is late


    Write a letter of apology from Mrs Chalkboard—or, even better, your own teacher—to the principal explaining why you were late for class. You can use the scenario from the Treasure Fever! extract or you can come up with your own exciting, ridiculously dangerous reasons.
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    6. Diary of a blank


    Day-by-day accounts of what happens to you—or a fictional character—are an interesting alternative to a traditional narrative. A diary can be based on true events, exaggerated events, completely made-up events or a combination of all three, like ‘The very bad holiday’ on the following page. I’ll let you decide what might have been true, what’s exaggerated and what is completely made up.
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    The Very Bad Book


    Just Shocking! features a series of ‘Truly shocking days’ diary entries.
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    Diaries don’t only have to be told from the point of view of a human being. They can be told from the point of view of almost anything: fridges, horses, knives, garden gnomes … even bums. They all have a story to tell.
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    What sort of jokes would a horse like? (Just Macbeth!)
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    What dreams might a knife have? (Just Macbeth!)
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    Should we trust our fridges? (Just Crazy!)


    



    In ‘Romeo and Juliet and Danny and Lisa and me: a diary of doomed love’, Andy tells the story of a school production of Romeo and Juliet in a series of diary entries.
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    From ‘Romeo and Juliet’ (Just Doomed!)


    I chose to tell the story in the format of a series of diary entries as it allowed me to quickly dip in and out of crucial and dramatic moments during the three-week rehearsal period covered by the story. As the night of the performance draws closer, it helps to create a sense of urgency.


    (Needless to say, Andy’s scheme does not go according to plan and he doesn’t get to kiss Lisa!)


    TRY THIS


    Truly shocking days diary
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    Create a diary entry—or series of entries—based on exaggerating (either slightly or majorly) the small problems you encounter in everyday life. The smaller the problem, the funnier it is when you exaggerate it.


    • Burnt the toast


    • Can’t find matching socks


    • Only one flake left in the cornflakes packet


    • Shoelace keeps coming undone


    • Thought it was Saturday but it was Friday


    • Wore book character dress-up on the wrong day


    … OR THIS


    Diary of a blank (you fill in the blank)


    Imagine life from the point of view of your pet, your underpants, or one of your most treasured possessions (assuming that your underpants are not one of your most treasured possessions). Write a diary of a typical week in their life. What would be the highlights and/or lowlights?
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    7. DO’s & DON’Ts
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    DO sit quietly and read a book.


    As you can see from this photo, I was a keen reader from an early age. (Also a very snappy dresser!)


    The first book I ever loved was an old German book that my grandma owned called Der Struwwelpeter (1845), which translates as Shock-headed Peter.
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    DO cut your hair and fingernails.


    The stories were cautionary tales about children who behaved badly. For example, Shock-headed Peter was a dirty boy who never washed or cut his hair and nails.


    (Note the subtitle: Merry Stories & Funny Pictures!)
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    DON'T suck your thumb … or else!


    Other bad children in the book included Harriet, who played with matches, and Little Suck-a-thumb, who would not stop sucking his thumb. Of course, these children suffered horribly for their crimes. Harriet was reduced to a little pile of ashes and the unfortunate Little Suck-a-thumb had his thumbs cut off by a long-legged man with a big pair of scissors (just as his mother had warned him he would!).


    I found the book scary … but kind of funny, too. I don’t think reading it scared me into behaving properly, but it did teach me something very important—that reading could be really exciting, surprising and lots of fun.


    And, of course, it inspired me to write my own cautionary tales. Some of these are ‘The girl who asked too many questions’, ‘The boy who ate dead flies’ and ‘The boy who forgot his head because it wasn’t screwed on’.


    Unfortunately, cautionary tales rarely have happy endings. The boy who forgot his head ends up spending the rest of his life headless … and pantsless.


    (Moral: If you’re going to unscrew your head, don’t forget to screw it back on again.)
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    The boy who ate dead flies grows wings and flies around the room and into the kitchen, where his mother mistakes him for a fly and swats him. (Moral: Don’t eat dead flies.)
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    And the girl who asked too many questions ends up being buried in a very deep hole by her exhausted parents. (Moral: DON’T annoy your parents by asking too many questions, especially if they are the type of people who are likely to bury you in a hole in the ground if you ask too many questions.)


    One of my favourite cautionary tales in The Very Bad Book is the one about the three bad guys who come up with the very bad idea of not washing their hands after going to the toilet, picking their noses and touching pets and other animals.
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    The three bad guys from The Very Bad Book.


    Predictably, as in all good cautionary tales, their bad behaviour results in them all suffering a variety of very serious illnesses, including supercalifragilisticexpialidosis.
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    The three bad guys come to a bad end (The Very Bad Book).


    Of course, not all cautionary tales need to be presented as stories. They can simply be an illustrated list of DOs and DON’Ts, like this guide to table manners.

    Illustrate a list of DO’s and DON’Ts


    Write and illustrate a list of six DO’s and six DON’Ts for one or more of the following situations:

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    8. Dumb things


    We’ve all had dumb ideas and done dumb things. The trouble with dumb ideas is that they often seem like brilliant ideas until you actually do them. My character Andy in the Just series knows this better than anybody. He has had a lot of dumb ideas and done a lot of dumb things. (And yes, most of his dumb ideas have come from dumb ideas that I have actually had!)
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    ‘Hey, I know … I’ll seal the shower up with silicone … then it will fill up with water!’
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    ‘Hey, I know … it will be fun to get Danny to push me around in a pram!’
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    ‘Hey, I know how to get this cockroach out of my pants—I’ll just take them off, hang them out the bathroom window and shake them!’
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    ‘Hey, I know how to make Jeremy Smart look bad in front of the whole school. I’ll dive into the pool and save the drowning boy and then say that Jeremy pushed the poor kid in in the first place.’
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    ‘Hey, I know how to get my rubber duck out of the rubbish bin … I’ll just lean down into the bin and grab it!’
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    ‘Hey, I know … I’ll attach myself to this big bunch of weather balloons and Danny will hold the rope and I can go for a short, controlled float.’


     


    But if you think Andy is dumb, look at Terry’s track record. He makes Andy look like a genius.
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    TRY THIS


    ‘Dumb things I’ve done’ illustrated list


    Write and illustrate a list of five dumb things you’ve done. These could be big things, small things, things from your past or things you did recently. If you are really smart and have never done—or thought of doing—anything dumb, then make a list of dumb things other people have done.


    … OR THIS


    Hey, I know … Before & After pic

    Draw a BEFORE picture of yourself having a dumb idea. Write a sentence under your picture explaining what your idea is. Then draw an AFTER picture showing the result of your dumb idea. Put all your pictures together to make a class book called Dumb Things Our Class Has Done. Put it in your library and share your dumbness with the rest of the school.
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    9. Everyday epics


    Have you ever heard the expression ‘making mountains out of molehills’? It means to treat a small problem as if it were a really big one. This is something comic characters do a lot. In fact, it’s one of the things that makes them comic characters.


    In ‘Two brown blobs’ Andy manages to turn a common bathtime mishap into a nightmarish struggle for survival.

    ‘Two brown blobs’ (Just Disgusting!)


    There are many other examples of Just stories in which Andy makes a big deal out of a small thing or turns a simple procedure into a lengthy drama. I think of these as everyday epics. They include:
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    Just Stupid!

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    10. Excuses, excuses …


    You might not think of yourself as a storyteller, but I bet if there was something you didn’t want to do you would be able to come up with a good story about why you couldn’t do it. This type of story is called an ‘excuse’ and most of us are really good at making them up when we need to.


    An excuse may be true or completely made up. Having an element of truth in your excuse helps to make it sound more believable.


    I have written quite a few stories that include or feature Andy coming up with ridiculously elaborate excuses. These include ‘Go to bed!’, ‘I am a robot’ and ‘A really, really good excuse’.


    In ‘Go to bed!’—a story told completely in verse with footnotes—Andy comes up with every excuse he can possibly think of to avoid having to go to bed.
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    In the story ‘A really, really good excuse’, Andy’s excuse for being late for school is so elaborate that he has to sketch it out on the board to explain it fully. Andy’s excuse is a ridiculous tale involving …


    tight underpants,
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    attempted burglary,
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    being locked in a prison cell,
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    a notorious criminal,
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    a daring jail break,
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    an invitation to join an international crime ring,
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    an underpants-expanding machine,
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    a trial and then a police escort to school.
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    Just Shocking!


    Unfortunately, it takes Andy so long to deliver his excuse that by the time he has finished, so has school and everybody has gone home, including the teacher.


    In ‘I am a robot’, Andy tries to get out of doing household chores by pretending he is a robot.

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    12. Fast writing


    One of the best ways I know to get ideas for writing is simply to start writing. I set a countdown timer for three minutes and start writing as fast as I can without stopping for the whole three minutes. If I don’t have anything to write about I write about not having anything to write about … It doesn’t take long before I get sick of that and start writing about something more interesting.
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    A piece I wrote in three minutes without stopping about not having anything to write about.


    Sometimes I like to start with a random word like ‘blue’ or ‘teeth’ or ‘tree’ or ‘dog’. I keep a whole bunch of random words in a bag beside my desk and use it like a lucky dip. We all have many stories inside us and sometimes all it takes is a single word to unlock them.
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    A piece of fast writing I wrote using the starting word ‘dogs’


    Another way I like to start is with a phrase like ‘I hate …’ or ‘I’m scared of …’ or ‘If only I …’ or ‘One of my favourite movies is …’ or ‘I remember …’

    Many people ask me for tips on how to become a better writer. There is a lot of advice in this book, of course, but my number-one tip is to spend some time practising your writing every day and fast writing is an ideal way to do this. Begin with a modest goal of, say, five minutes a day and gradually increase from there.


    I like to use simple, cheap exercise books so that I don’t feel I have to write ‘properly’. Unless I choose to read it to somebody it’s for my eyes only—a place to play, experiment and be myself.
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    Not all writing is for publication. This is a stack of writing-practice journals I’ve filled over the years.

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    13. Fun with food


    I’ve always loved whipped cream and strawberries. In fact, when I was little, I loved them so much that I used to fantasise about filling up a room with whipped cream and strawberries and swimming around in it.


    The whipped cream would be soft but thick enough to support my body and I’d imagine myself swimming around with my mouth open just sucking in strawberries and cream for the rest of my life.


    It seemed perfect—well, as long as I didn’t worry too much about how and where I’d go to the toilet, or whether the cream would go off after a while but hey, isn’t not having to worry about practical considerations the whole point of a fantasy?
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    I used a version of this food fantasy in the story ‘Why I love Choco-pops in fifty words or less’ (Just Shocking!), except in this case Andy is imagining swimming around in a room full of Choco-pops and milk.


    I know that a life spent swimming around in a room full of whipped cream and strawberries or Choco-pops and milk is maybe not everybody’s idea of a good time, but one thing is for sure: fantasising about food is fun.


    The Treehouse books are full of ‘food fantasies’. For example, Andy and Terry have a marshmallow machine that follows them around and shoots marshmallows into their mouths whenever they are hungry. They also have a banana-enlarging machine and a machine that vaporises vegetables so they are in no danger of ever having to eat things like brussel sprouts.


    When Andy and Terry make popcorn they leave the lid off and run around catching the freshly popped popcorn in their mouths. And when they need to quench their thirst, they do so in their lemonade fountain.
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    Andy and Terry eating popcorn and drinking lemonade treehouse-style.


    They also have an ice-cream parlour with 78 flavours of ice-cream to choose from, including Goldfish Surprise, Flying Monkey and Deep-fried Doughnut.
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    Of course, not all food fantasies are necessarily ‘fun’. Sometimes they are deadly serious, such as when the bubbles Terry blows after drinking lemonade and chewing bubblegum are so large and so filled with burps that he becomes trapped in one and floats away from the treehouse.
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    Terry floating away from the treehouse in a burp-filled bubblegum bubble (The 13-Storey Treehouse).


    Food can be used for things other than eating, of course: giant bananas are great for clearing your treehouse of unwanted monkeys.
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    The 13-Storey Treehouse.


    And, as Danny and Andy discover in the story ‘Food fight’ in Just Stupid!, almost any item of food can be used as a weapon.
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    Just Stupid!

    The original edition of Just Tricking! featured a trick book cover, The Wonderful World of Freshwater Fish by Sir Andrew Griffiths, which Andy, the main character of the book, has graffitied in an attempt to make the book his own.
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    The original Just Tricking! cover (1997)
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    The back cover blurb of the original Just Tricking! was supposed to look as if Andy had graffitied a library book about fish. Of course, no actual library book was harmed during the making of this cover.


    The back cover also featured Andy adjusting the freshwater fish book blurb so that it was all about practical jokes instead of fish.


    In the story ‘A terrible Christmas and a crappy new year’ (Just Tricking!), Andy intercepts the Christmas cards his sister is sending to her friends. He changes the greetings to be, well, a little less Christmas-y and draws all over the Santas’ faces to make them, well, a little less Santa-y …
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    Just Tricking!


    After he’s posted them, though, he feels guilty about what he’s done and suffers a terrible nightmare.


    However, it turns out that Jen’s friends love the punked-up Christmas cards and are inspired to make their own, including a heavy-metal Santa, a grunge Santa, a hip-hop Santa and a Frankenstein Santa.

    16. Illustrated stories


    When I think back to the books I loved as a child—for example, The Cat in the Hat, Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland, Winnie-the-Pooh and Coles Funny Picture Book—I realise that I loved the illustrations as much as the stories. One of the reasons I love making books with Terry Denton is that he continually gives me great pictures that spark my imagination and inspire me to write stories to match them.

    Illustrations can enhance and improve your stories in many ways. They can show where a story is set (e.g. the Treehouse series).
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    The 26-Storey Treehouse


    Illustrations can show the action of the story (saving you the trouble of having to describe it).
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    The narrator of The Big Fat Cow That Goes Kapow (and his dog) being chased by Mike on his big spiky bike.
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    The journey taken by the head belonging to the boy who forgot to screw his head on (The Very Bad Book).


    They help show what the characters in a story look like. And you can also use them to add funny incidents or characters that are not in the actual story (Terry does this a lot in the margins of the Just series and in the Treehouse books).
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    A little horse dining on some punctuation marks in Just Macbeth!
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    These rabbits are complaining about their pizza order, oblivious to the action of the story going on around them (The 26-Storey Treehouse is whizzing through the air above their heads).


    Another important function of illustrations is to help make stories funnier through exaggeration.
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    The Bad Book


    Also, illustrations can be the starting point for a story, rather than something that is added later. Once, when trying to get ideas for stories, I asked Terry what he liked to draw and he said, ‘I really like drawing cows,’ so I wrote the poem ‘Big fat cows’, which is how the book The Big Fat Cow That Goes Kapow came to be written.
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    Terry loves to draw cows (The Big Fat Cow That Goes Kapow).

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    17. Incredible places


    As a kid I used to love reading about incredible places—Enid Blyton’s magic faraway tree, Willy Wonka’s chocolate factory, the alien worlds described in horror comics and, of course, the strange world that Alice discovered at the bottom of a rabbit hole in Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland.


    As an adult I still love thinking up incredible places of my own—crazy, wonderful places I would like to visit or live in.
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    Two of the incredible lands from The Big Fat Cow That Goes Kapow.


    When I was young I was always a bit envious of kids who had treehouses. I loved the experience of climbing up into a tree and feeling like I was in a secret world. One day I asked Terry to draw a multi-level treehouse with a bowling alley and a tank full of man-eating sharks.
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    The 13-Storey Treehouse


    As always, Terry added a whole lot of other stuff that I hadn’t even thought about: a see-through swimming pool, a giant catapult and a lemonade fountain. I was pretty confident that this had to be the coolest treehouse in the world—until we added another 13 levels and created The 26-Storey treehouse.


    One of the fun things about the treehouse is that as well as being an incredible place in its own right, there are lots of incredible places within it.
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    THE MAZE OF DOOM: a maze so complicated that nobody who has gone in has ever come out again! (The 26-Storey Treehouse).


    Incredible places can be places you’d like to live (e.g. the treehouse, the unusual lands shown in The Big Fat Cow That Goes Kapow), places nearby (e.g. inside a human body), places far away (other planets), places in other times (imaginary prehistoric places) even disgusting places (the world of the Bum novels).


    While I would love to live in an amazing treehouse, I wouldn’t necessarily want to live in all of the incredible places that Terry and I have created: for instance, the inside of a stomach doesn’t look like much fun.
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    What Body Part is That?


    TRY THIS


    Draw an incredible place

    The original version of the manuscript that was to become my first book, Just Tricking!, consisted of 200 practical (and not so practical) joke instructions. Eventually I expanded these into longer stories, but at first I found it easier to write them as if I was seriously instructing somebody how to play these very silly jokes.

    A PRACTICAL (AND NOT SO PRACTICAL) JOKING GUIDEM


    Smell the cheese


    Disguise your right hand as a block of cheese by making a fist. Then disguise your left hand as a plate by holding it out flat. Put the ‘cheese’ on the ‘plate’ and hold it up close to a friend’s face and say, ‘Would you like to smell the cheese?’ When they say yes, tell them to put their nose on the plate and then, when they’re having a nice big sniff, punch them in the nose. Then yell, ‘JUST TRICKING!’ and run away.


    Potato pregnancy


    Swallow a sack of potatoes and rush to the nearest hospital screaming, ‘Help, I’m having a baby!’ and then, after a long painful labour in which you scream a lot and run the doctors and nurses off their feet, suddenly pop the potatoes out all over the floor, yell, ‘JUST TRICKING!’ and run out of the birthing suite.


    Fruit-salad fun


    Chop yourself up into lots of little pieces and hide in a big glass bowl on the kitchen table so that you look exactly like a bowl of fruit salad. Wait until your family has eaten their main course, then heap yourself into each of their bowls and let them eat you. Then, when they’ve all finished, reassemble what’s left of you and say, ‘JUST TRICKING!—the fruit salad was ME and now you’re all CANNIBALS and you’re going to prison for EVER!’

    I particularly like using instructions to explain in ridiculous detail something that we all pretty much know how to do anyway (e.g. how to walk). Simple activities can be quite complicated when you think about it …

    The margins of the Just books are crammed with Terry’s helpful illustrated instructions on all sorts of subjects!
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    Just Stupid!
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    Just Stupid!
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    It’s fun to pretend you are an expert on something. Terry and I have created two ‘fact-free’ guide books—What Bumosaur is That? and What Body Part is That?—in which the fictional narrator does his best to sound extremely knowledgeable while spouting complete nonsense. The key to this type of writing is not to try to be funny but to write in a very serious, very matter-of-fact tone as if it’s all perfectly straightforward and unremarkable. I think it’s this tension between the tone and the subject matter that many people have found so amusing … and Terry’s wonderfully ‘realistic’ illustrations, of course.
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    What Body Part is That?


    It’s also fun to write about one thing (e.g. a vacuum cleaner) as if it behaves like something completely different (e.g. an animal).


    Terry is especially good at this sort of nonsense, as you can see from these examples.

    Terry is also very good at producing guides to all sorts of natural phenomena and wildlife.

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    19. I spy …


    Sometimes the easiest way to start writing is not to try to ‘think something up’ but simply to ‘write something down’—and what better place to start than with what is right in front of your eyes?


    My story ‘The bad ant’ is based on observation. I was outside one day with my notebook and pen and observed an ant going about its business (going up a blade of grass and down a blade of grass, etc.) and just wrote about what it was doing.
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    ‘The Bad Ant’ from The Bad Book
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    Of course, the bit about the bad ant visiting Las Vegas, winning a million dollars and buying a red sports car and then running over an old lady was completely made up, but, hey, I had to do something to get the party started.


    The point is that none of it would have happened if I hadn’t had my notebook and my eyes open.


    Another story of mine based on observation is ‘All the things I learned on the museum excursion last Tuesday’. This is based on two trips I made to the Melbourne Museum … not to observe the exhibits but to observe school students interacting—or not interacting—with the exhibits.
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    The first thing I noticed is that kids really like pushing buttons!


    I saw a boy walking around still wearing the 3-D theatre glasses, much to the amusement of his friends.
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    I overheard a teacher saying to her students outside the human body exhibit, ‘Now, I expect a level of maturity here.’
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    (I don’t think she got it!)
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    Though the story is based on observation, I must admit that I may have exaggerated some elements. For example, on the whole the museum guards seemed very friendly and helpful and I did not see any of them carrying weapons, let alone threatening to shoot anybody.
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    Just Doomed!


    The thing is, when you write a story it doesn’t have to be the same as real life … which is a large part of the fun of writing stories!


    TRY THIS


    I can see …


    Write about what you can see right in front of your eyes. Whether it’s your bedroom, a classroom, a garden, a busy street, a train carriage or even a quiet beach, all you have to do is start with the words ‘I can see’ and then write down what you see. Even if you think it’s all too ordinary and obvious to be bothered writing about, write it down anyway. Some of the best writing is full of ordinary and obvious detail that everybody else is too busy to notice.


    … OR THIS


    Study something in super close-up detail


    Brush up your observational skills. Look at something closely and try to describe it in as much detail as you possibly can.


    Alternatively, you can make a close-up drawing. The idea is to look … really look … and notice.


    Things to look at closely:


    •  A rock


    •  Your finger


    •  A leaf


    •  The carpet


    •  A flower


    •  A shoe


    •  The inside of a dog/cat’s mouth


    •  The back of your hand
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    20. Jar labels


    Did you know you can buy jars of vomit in the supermarket? Well, it’s not really vomit. It’s called ‘corn relish’ or ‘mustard pickles’ but it looks—and smells—exactly like vomit. What I like to do is to get a jar of corn relish, soak off the label and replace it with one of my own and give them to people as presents.
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    FRONT LABEL
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    Of course, for my jar label to be really convincing it has to have all the elements of a real one: I have to tell the consumer how to use the contents of the jar and what the ingredients are.


    BACK LABEL
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    My emergency spew relish has been very useful as a last-minute Christmas present over the years. It was also the inspiration for the story ‘Emergency spew relish’ in Just Tricking!, in which Andy attempts to gross out an old woman so she will no longer want to sit next to him on a plane. He uses the spew relish to pretend he’s been sick and then makes a great display of eating it.

    In the Schooling Around series there is a character called Newton Hooton who is terrified of EVERYTHING: spiders, busy roads, heights, lightning, cotton buds, butterflies. You name it, Newton is scared of it … especially lions!


    Principal Greenbeard continued to speak. ‘Now I don’t wish to alarm you,’ he said, ‘but we’ve just been notified that a circus lion has escaped and there have been several sightings that indicate the lion is heading in our direction at an alarming rate of knots. I would just like to warn all crew members to stay inside and keep all cabin doors and portholes fully secured. I repeat, batten down all hatches until further notice. Thank you all, and please remember that it’s very important that we do not panic.’


    The PA speaker fell silent.


    People started panicking.


    Some students screamed.


    Some students jumped up on their chairs.


    Some students screamed and jumped up on their chairs.


    But nobody screamed louder than Newton.


    ‘Aaaaagggghhh!’ he wailed. ‘I’m scared of lions!’


    ‘You’re not the only one,’ said Gretel. ‘We’re all scared of lions!’


    ‘No, you don’t understand!’ said Newton. ‘On my top ten list of things I’m scared of, lions take up nine places!’

    Sometimes the most seemingly unterrifying things can be the most terrifying of all. My sister Julie had a garden gnome whose head had been knocked off and then glued back on, so it looked like it had a huge gash in its neck. It also had a slightly evil-looking face and Julie admitted to me once that she found it scary. I found the idea of someone being frightened of a small concrete statue very funny and decided to write a story about an ‘evil’ garden gnome (‘Wish you weren’t here’, Just Annoying!).

    One of the (many) great things about working with Terry is that he is really good at drawing labelled diagrams. One day, I said, ‘Terry, draw me a finger, please,’ and instead of just drawing some boring old finger, he came up with this! I mean, the man is clearly a genius. I liked it so much I said, ‘We have to do a whole book full of drawings of body parts,’ and so we did (What Body Part is That?).

    You can use diagrams to do things like show the inside of something, the path something took, how something works or how to make or do something. Diagrams can also be combined with instructions, lists, stories—any piece of writing, really.

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    TRY THIS


    Draw a labelled diagram

    Draw a picture of a character or yourself lifting the lid on a container clearly labelled keep shut. There is absolutely no way of predicting what might be inside or why it was shut in there. It could be:

    • somebody you haven’t seen for a long time (friend or enemy)


    • something you lost a long time ago


    Write a short piece of text underneath your picture explaining what has happened and how the character feels about their discovery.


    The completed pictures could be collected, photocopied and made into an entertaining ‘Lifting the Lid’ book.
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    … OR THIS


    Time machine


    You are out taking a ride in your time machine when you are sent spinning out of control by a freak time-storm. Finally the time machine stops moving. You have no idea where you are or what day, year or century you are in—you could be anywhere, any time.


    Create a ‘snapshot’ picture of the scene that greets you when you open the door of your time machine. After you have finished drawing, write a short piece of text (no more than three or four sentences) to accompany it.


    You might like to start it with the sentence, ‘The first thing I saw when I opened the door of my time machine was …’
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    24. Lists


    Before I began writing Just Disgusting! I made a list of disgusting ideas to write stories about. 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    25. Map-making


    I was pretty good at making really authentic treasure maps when I was at school. After drawing them up I would give them that all-important authentic hundreds-of-years-old look by staining them yellow with tea and then carefully burning the edges. (Sometimes I’d do it not so carefully and I’d accidentally set the whole map on fire and have to start all over again.) I love the idea of treasure maps and buried treasure so much that I wrote a whole book about them called, appropriately enough, Treasure Fever!


    Burying treasure wasn’t the only thing I enjoyed doing. Here’s a map of the neighbourhood I grew up in that shows some of my other favourite ways to amuse myself.
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    Andy’s play map (drawn by Andy, NOT Terry, in case it’s not obvious).


    You can make a map of almost anything! In The 13-Storey Treehouse there’s a map showing Silky the flying cat’s journey through the sky.

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    26. Monsters, aliens, robots & zombies


    The first (and still the most terrifying) monster I ever encountered in books was the dreadful Jabberwock (pictured above) in Lewis Carroll’s Through the Looking-Glass and What Alice Found There.


    In The 13-Storey Treehouse Andy and Terry are terrorised by a hideous sea monster. (Note: Any similarity between the Jabberwock and Mermaidia the sea monster is entirely deliberate!)
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    Mermaidia scaring Andy and Terry (The 13-Storey Treehouse).


    In ‘The story of the very stupid boy and the very big slug’, Danny creates a giant slug for his school science project. The ‘super slug’ breaks free of Danny’s garage where he has been force-feeding it cans of dog food and begins to devour the entire world.


    Luckily, Andy has been working on a time machine for his project and is able to use it to go back in time and convince Danny not to create a giant slug by telling him ‘The story of the very stupid boy and the very big slug’. By doing so, Andy not only saves the world but also impresses the girl he loves. Yeah, I know it’s stupid … but it’s SO much fun!
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    Just Disgusting!


    When I was young I loved reading American horror comics. They were full of crazy stories about mad scientists, invading aliens, monsters and zombies. These provided a rich source of inspiration for the Bum trilogy.
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    I also loved books about dinosaurs, which came in handy when Terry and I began creating the bumosaurs for What Bumosaur is That?
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    Stink Kong from What Bumosaur is That? and the giant gorilla in The 13-Storey Treehouse were both inspired by King Kong, one of my favourite movies (the original 1933 one, that is, though the 2005 remake is pretty darn good too!).
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    The giant gorilla from The 13-Storey Treehouse.
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    The giant gorilla fighting flying cats (The 13-Storey Treehouse).
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    Stink Kong (What Bumosaur is That?)


    The idea for Killer Koalas from Outer Space came from talking to a group of children in America. I was talking about koalas and they asked if they were dangerous. Well, I couldn’t help myself: I told them that, of course, they were extremely dangerous and that it was quite common in Australia for people to have their faces ripped off by the long, sharp claws of a koala. They weren’t quite sure whether to believe me but I enjoyed telling this story so much I decided to write it. I knew, however, that Australian children would know koalas were definitely not that dangerous, so I made the koalas aliens because nobody knows how dangerous koalas from another planet would be!
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    Killer Koalas from Outer Space is a collection of stories from The Bad Book and The Very Bad Book.

    I’ve always found the word ‘zombies’ and, indeed, the whole idea of zombies quite amusing. As a result, quite a few of my books and stories feature zombies, for example, ‘Sleepover of doom’ in Just Doomed!


    You drive into the cemetery. A bunch of brain-eating zombies are having a dance party. You smash right into the middle of them. They scatter like bowling pins, except for one who ends up on the roof of your car. He’s banging on the roof yelling, ‘Brains! Brains! I want brains!’ The poor zombie doesn’t realise that, between the pair of you, Danny and yourself barely have two brain cells to rub together. But without ripping your heads open he can’t possibly know that. So he keeps pounding and pounding and yelling for brains while you keep swerving the car from side to side, trying to shake him loose.
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    ‘Sleepover of doom’ from Just Doomed! is a choose-your-own adventure story featuring zombies.


    TRY THIS


    Create a monster


    It can be a lot of fun thinking up terrifying creatures or scenarios. But don’t just take my word for it—try it for yourself. Think up a horrible, disgusting, vile, vicious, life-threatening monster of some sort. It could be an alien, or a life-form we are familiar with that has been horrifically mutated, or it could be a completely alien creature from another planet.


    Describe your monster. Illustrate it (if you dare!) and label its most destructive features.


    … OR THIS


    Mix and match

    ‘End of World’ is my favourite ever fake news article. It comes from Cole’s Funny Picture Book No. 3, which was one of my favourite books when I was growing up. One of the funniest pages in the book was a make-believe newspaper called Animail: All the news of the Jungle. It was full of stories about snakes swallowing themselves, missing elephants and mosquito egg-laying competitions.


    Writing fake news articles is something I really like to do, as you can probably tell from the following examples.


     


    Cow in orbit!
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    A Jersey cow is still in orbit after becoming the first cow in the history of the world to jump over the moon last night.


    Miss Daisy Bell is believed to be orbiting the earth at 300 kilometres per hour. Authorities are currently looking at ways to pull her back to the ground.


    It is rumoured that the current world lasso champion, Wild Bill Burley, has been called in to help.


    Miss Daisy jumped from the top of a barn in a paddock south-east of Leongatha, a small farming community in Victoria.


    An eyewitness said her jump was accompanied by a cat who played the theme from Rocky on a fiddle.


    Miss Daisy is a founding member of the daredevil group, The Jumping Cows Society.


    A spokesbull for the society, Mr Heifer, was over the moon about the jump.


    ‘It’s a big leap for a cow, and an even bigger leap for cow-kind,’ he said. ‘We are all very proud of Miss Daisy. It was a fine effort, especially when you consider that she weighs over 500 kilograms and had a full udder. We just hope that she will be able to get back down safely.’


    Aside from the high jump, other activities of the society include cow parachuting, bull bungee-jumping and heifer hang-gliding.


    The activities of the Jumping Cows have been strongly opposed by Farmers Against Farm Animals Doing Stupid Things. The president of the group, Mr Bob Sensible, warned that stronger measures would be taken to keep cows in their paddocks where they belong.

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    30. Pets and

    other animals


    I used to have a dog called Sooty. When he wasn’t fighting the other dogs in the street or trying to get the female dogs in the neighbourhood pregnant, he was chasing cars and attempting to bite their tyres. He never gave up … not even after he was hit by a car.


    He just got back up, coughed a bit of blood, ran home, went into his kennel and slept for a whole weekend. And then on Monday, yep, you guessed it, he was out on the street again chasing cars.
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    I always admired Sooty’s full-on, joyful approach to life and especially his determination, which is I guess why he appears in so many of the Just stories (‘Playing dead’, ‘The dog ate it’, ‘Cake of doom’, ‘Mudmen’, etc.).
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    The real Sooty in an uncharacteristically peaceful moment.


     


    Actually, come to think of it, dogs appear in lots of my other books, too.
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    The bad dog from The Very Bad Book, the dog on a cog from The Cat on the Mat is Flat and Barky the Barking Dog from The 13-Storey Treehouse.


    Other pets I’ve owned over the years are tortoises (kind of sad), axolotls (kind of boring), tadpoles (kind of ‘just to feed the axolotls’ but actually more entertaining than axolotls), tropical fish (kind of expensive), cats (kind of scratchy) and, of course, sea-monkeys.


    As a child I was intrigued by the ads for sea-monkeys, which made them look like semi-human creatures that lived in elaborate underwater kingdoms, so I saved up and bought some sea-monkey eggs. I added the water and waited for the magical creatures to materialise. The sea-monkeys came to life, all right, but they were not the exciting pets I was hoping for. After all, they are just brine shrimp—a type of minuscule wriggly bug.
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    In The 13-Storey Treehouse, Terry’s sea-monkey eggs hatch into actual monkeys!


    There are lots of animals in the Treehouse books. The character Jill lives with thirteen flying cats, two dogs, a goat, three horses, four goldfish, one cow, six rabbits, two guinea pigs, one camel and one donkey …
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    but Silky is definitely her favourite.
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    Andy and Terry also have animals in the treehouse including ice-skating penguins and man-eating sharks.

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    31. Pocket books


    Long before I was an ‘officially published’ writer, I used to produce my own 12-page pocket books. Some of my most popular titles were a practical-joking guide called Just Tricking!, a self-help book called How to Stop Yourself from Becoming a Slug and an action-thriller called The Day My Bum Went Psycho.


    I used to sell these little books at markets and bookshops around Melbourne for $1 each. On a good day I could make around $30 to $40, but the real reward was that I started getting feedback on my writing—both positive and negative—which helped me to improve much faster than I might have done otherwise.
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    Some of my self-published pocket books


    Pocket books are a great way to present your writing to other people … and they’re really easy to make! All you need is an A4 sheet of paper, a pair of scissors and a stapler, and you’re ready to go.
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    I always like to start by designing a front cover. The process of writing my name, drawing a picture and thinking up a fun title to match helps to get me in the mood. Pocket books are also fun to write because you only have to write a few words on each page. Pictures are good, too. Here’s a cartoon story called ‘Superfinger’ (from The 13-Storey Treehouse) laid out as a pocket book.
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    TRY THIS


    Make a pocket book


    Making a pocket book is one of my favourite writing-workshop activities and it seems to work for writers of all ages and abilities. Fold an A4 sheet of paper into three strips. Cut along the folds. Fold these pieces and staple (see diagram on page 225).


    If you want to make a larger book with fewer pages, cut an A4 sheet of paper into two strips (not three). This will give you an eight-page book with more space on each page for words and pictures.


    One of the best things about pocket books is that your writing can be in any form you like. It can be a story, a list, an instruction manual, an illustrated guide, a recount, etc. Almost all of the writing activities in this book could be presented in the form of a pocket book.

    32. Poems


    It’s probably pretty obvious that I like writing poems: I’ve done two whole books full of them (The Cat on the Mat is Flat and The Big Fat Cow That Goes Kapow), plus there are lots of poems in The Bad Book and The Very Bad Book, and I even managed to put some in the Just books and the Treehouse books.


    I used the ‘John and Betty’-style early readers that I learned to read with as the basis for a 25-verse poem. (The ‘John and Betty’ readers were not as action-packed as my poem, however!)
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    The first two verses of ‘Learn to read with Andy’ (from Just Crazy!).


    ‘The cat, the mat, the rat, and the baseball bat’ is one of the most popular rhymes in The Cat on the Mat is Flat.

    I REALLY like tests and quizzes—both doing them and making them up. I have used tests instead of blurbs on the back covers of all the Just books.


    You may notice, of course, that no matter what score you get on these tests, the answers indicate that you will love the book—but hey, I never said these were proper tests … they’re back-cover blurbs, which are designed to encourage you to read the book!

    A great way to get started is to brainstorm at least 20 possible quiz titles. I’m sure at least one will inspire you.

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    35. Rules (and how

    to break them)


    I love writing stories about characters who break rules. In fact, pretty much all of my stories are about some form of rule breaking. Whether the rules being broken are school rules, road rules, rules to do with good manners and polite behaviour, or simply the conventions of storytelling, my characters are all out there breaking as many as they can.
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    MR SHUSH’S TOP 10 LIST OF THINGS YOU SHOULD NEVER DO TO A BOOK
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    1. Attach two ropes to a book and attach one end of each rope to a horse and then move the horses away from each other until the rope tightens and the book is ripped apart.


    2. Pulverise a book into atoms, pulverise the atoms into quarks, and then pulverise the quarks into even smaller particles that are so tiny they haven’t even got a name.


    3. Lick all the print off a book, no matter how good it tastes.


    4. Put a book in a fish tank, even if it’s a book about fish.
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    5. Tear the pages of a book into tiny little bits and throw them in the air to make a snow storm.


    6. Use the pages of a book to make origami animals.


    7. Attach wheels to a book and use it as a skateboard.

    8. Use a book as a shield while having a sword fight.


    9. Use a book as a hat on a rainy day.

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    36. Scripts


    Sometimes I begin stories just by writing a conversation between two characters and seeing where it leads. These are not necessarily scripts to be performed—they are just a useful way of exploring characters and ideas without all the bother of plot and story (although strangely enough, these often emerge out of the conversations).


    ‘Fun with a fire hose’, the first story in Just Shocking!, is based on a conversation that I had with my daughter (when she was four) while watching some people having a picnic. I thought it sounded exactly like the sort of thing that Andy and Danny might talk about when they’re between stories …
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    DANNY: Hey, Andy, I’ve been thinking, and you know what? I reckon we could have a lot of fun with a fire hose.


    ANDY: A fire hose?


    DANNY: Yeah! See those people in that park having a picnic?


    ANDY: Yes, I see them, but what have they got to do with a fire hose?


    DANNY: Well, if we had a fire hose, we could point it at them, turn it on and they would all go flying everywhere!


    ANDY: Great idea, Danny!


    DANNY: Thanks.


    ANDY: Just one question.


    DANNY: What’s that?


    ANDY: Why would we want to do that?


    DANNY: For FUN, of course! Just imagine it! All those drenched people rolling around in the wet grass, waving their arms and yelling, ‘Help! Help!’, and trying to stand up! And you know what we would do then?


    ANDY: What?


    DANNY: We would just turn the hose up even harder and blast them all back down again!


    ANDY: That doesn’t sound like much fun for them.


    DANNY: Well, no, but it would be fun for us. And don’t forget—the pressure from the hose would be so strong it would blast everybody’s clothes off …

    Scripts don’t only have to be about humans. Anything can have a conversation with anything else … For instance, ‘Deadflyella’ in Just Disgusting! is a play based on the story of Cinderella, but with a cast made up of dead flies.


    Or, as Terry has shown in the Just books, even page numbers can become characters capable of having dramatic conversations …
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    Just Doomed!


    Just Macbeth! is a Just book in which the characters from the Just series get tangled up in the Shakespearean play Macbeth. In the following scene, Lisa (who thinks she is Lady Macbeth) tries to convince Andy (who thinks he is Macbeth) to kill King Duncan so they can become King and Queen.
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    LISA: If we’re going to be King and Queen, Duncan has to go.


    ANDY: You don’t mean …


    LISA: Yes.


    ANDY: Murder him?


    LISA: Yes.


    ANDY: But why?


    LISA: Because as long as he lives, you can’t be King! Which means that I can’t be Queen.


    ANDY: But, murdering Duncan? That would be … well … murder!


    LISA: Well … I suppose that’s one way of looking at it.


    ANDY: But we can’t.


    LISA: Why not?


    ANDY: Well, we don’t have a good reason for a start.


    LISA: Yes we do.


    ANDY: No we don’t.


    LISA: Do you want to be King?


    ANDY: Yes, but …


    LISA: Listen to me, Andy! You can always find reasons not to murder somebody if you look hard enough!


    ANDY: Yes, but there’s no need to murder him: he might die of natural causes.


    LISA: Maybe you’re right. Maybe you will become King without killing Duncan—but it might not be for a really long time. By the time it happens, you’ll be too old to enjoy being King. You’ll have all the Wizz Fizz you ever wanted and you’ll be like, ‘Oh … I’m so old … I can hardly eat one teaspoon of Wizz Fizz without choking to death.’ Is that what you want, Andy?


    ANDY: N-no …


    LISA: Then it’s settled! You can either die a horrible painful needless death choking on Wizz Fizz … or you can simply kill the King. Not exactly a hard decision, is it?

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    37. Snapshots


    One of the things I like to do in the early stages of writing a story is to draw what I call ‘snapshots’ or ‘frozen moments’ of scenes from the story. I imagine that the characters have a photo album that contains pictures of certain scenes from their lives. Here are some ‘snapshots’ I did while working on The 13-Storey Treehouse. They are very rough first drafts in which I am just trying to get potential story ideas down as quickly as possible.
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    Rough first-draft snapshots from my notebook.


    I didn’t use all these ideas in the final book and many were changed as I wrote the story, but the process of drawing and labelling the snapshots helped me picture the world of the treehouse and get to know the types of things that were going to happen there. Here are some of my snapshots that made it into the finished book (redrawn by Terry of course!).


    [image: image]


    Terry paints the cat yellow and turns it into a canary.
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    Terry reveals that all he has drawn for a whole year is a picture of his finger.
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    Terry hits Andy with a giant banana.
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    Terry and Andy working on their story ‘Once upon a time there was a finger …’


    Another great thing about snapshots is that as well as helping to picture scenes within your story, you can use them to create dramatic openings.


    Many of the short stories in the Just books begin with a clearly defined moment. For instance, ‘Bogeyboy’ begins with the image of Andy lying under his sister’s bed waiting to scare her because she teased him about wetting the bed.
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    The snapshot with a few notes.


    Once I have a strong image for the beginning of a story, I like to sketch it and then spend some time thinking about all the things my character might be feeling, hearing, seeing, etc., as in the example above.


    I then take all this information and try to write a focused beginning that includes as many of these details as I think the reader needs in order to be drawn into the story.
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    The opening scene of ‘Bogeyboy’ in Just Stupid!


    I like to start my stories this way because it plunges the reader right into the middle of the scene. Having established where the character is, what they’re doing and how they’re feeling, I then fill the reader in on whatever else they need to know before the action of the story begins for real.

    Snapshot


    This is a three-part exercise designed to help you take a specific moment from your life and explore the rich sensory detail that all such moments contain.


    1. Pretend you have an imaginary camera that is able to take a photograph of a moment from your life that sticks in your mind for some reason. It could be a time you got into trouble, a time you were scared, a time you were embarrassed, amused, sad, happy or simply content. Often the moment just before a significant event can be a good one to choose. Draw a sketch of your imaginary photograph (stick figures are fine!). Note: You are just drawing a single moment, not a sequence of events.


    2. Label your snapshot like the example shown on page 273. Write at least three details under each of the headings.


    See: What visual details stick in your mind?


    Hear: What sounds were happening around you?


    Feel: Were you holding anything in your hands? Were they clenched? Open?


    Smell/taste: Is there any specific smell or taste associated with your memory?


    Body position: What was your body doing? Where were your arms? Your legs?


    Thoughts: What was your main thought at that exact moment?


    Emotions/feelings: What was your main emotion or feeling at that moment?


    Dialogue: Were you saying something to yourself? To somebody else? Was somebody saying something to you?
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    3. Now is the fun part where you get to convert your snapshot into words. I either like to start with the words ‘I am …’ or with a line of dialogue. When you’ve done this, and perhaps tested it out by reading it to somebody else, you will have a solid starting point for telling either a true, partially true or completely made-up story.

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    38. Stretching

    the truth


    Readers often ask me if the stories in the Just books are true. The truth is that they are sort of true and sort of not true. A lot of the stories in this series are based on things that really happened to me or to someone I know, but in the process of turning them into fiction, I often have to stretch the truth in order to make them funnier and/or more entertaining. 


    ‘Busting!’ (Just Stupid!)


    This story, which culminates in Andy putting out a burning shopping centre with only his … well … you know, has a number of true elements. I once had trouble finding a toilet in a large shopping centre and another time I had a dream that I was going to the toilet only to wake up and find that I actually was, but these two events were not linked in the way they are in the story.
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    Just Stupid!


    ‘In the shower with Andy’ (Just Annoying!)


    In this story, Andy completely fills a shower cubicle with water by sealing it up with silicone glue. In real life I’ve tried many times to fill the shower cubicle with water by putting the face washer over the plughole and standing on it, but I would never be brave—or silly—enough to go as far as Andy does in his quest for shower-cubicle glory.
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    I stretch the truth to make the story more interesting and more fun. To begin this process I take a real incident and then ask what’s the worst thing that could happen next? I then keep telling the story as if that worst thing really did happen and how, in the process of trying to fix it, another even worse thing happened … and then another … and another until I reach a point at which things seemingly can’t possibly get any worse … and then they do. (Yes, it takes a lot of brainstorming and patience and time … but it’s worth it!)


    ‘Gorillagram’ (Just Tricking!)


    I once dressed up in a gorilla costume and embarrassed my sister at her birthday party in a restaurant, but it’s not true that I couldn’t get the zipper undone afterwards and nobody called the zookeepers.
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    ‘Murder, bloody murder!’ (Just Annoying!)


    My cousin, David, and I used to yell out stupid things in the backyard, such as ‘Murder, bloody murder!’, in an attempt to get the neighbour’s attention. And I did have a neighbour called Mr Broadbent, but he never got so annoyed that he actually tried to murder me.
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    Part of the art of stretching the truth, of course, is to do it in a way that keeps your reader believing your story. Anchoring your story with real-life events and using lots of small realistic details all help to add an air of authenticity to your storytelling. Another important technique is to use a no-nonsense, matter-of-fact tone of voice as if the crazy stuff you are writing about actually happened and is the most normal thing in the world. For instance, it was a lot of fun making up ‘body part facts’ for What Body Part is That? The facts, of course, are ridiculous but stated so seriously and reasonably that we almost believe them, against our better judgement.
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    What Body Part is That?


    In ‘101 really dangerous things’, Andy attempts to pass off many completely ridiculous ‘facts’ as completely true and it’s often this tension between his certainty and the nonsensical nature of what he’s saying that makes us laugh.


    31. Girl germs. (Shocking fact #1: Girl germs have been scientifically proven–by me and my best friend, Danny–to be the most dangerous germs on the planet. Anybody who has ever TOUCHED a girl, been in the SAME ROOM as a girl or even THOUGHT about a girl should immediately run to the nearest hospital before it is too late. Anybody who IS a girl, well, bad luck. It already IS too late. You are doomed.)

    Everyone has been embarrassed at some time in their lives and these embarrassing memories can be a great source of story ideas. Though nobody likes being embarrassed, it can be very entertaining to watch someone else struggling with an embarrassing situation, especially if it’s fictional.


    In the Just stories, I enjoy putting Andy in as many embarrassing situations as possible. These include:


    •  Being chased down the street by the police while carrying his mother’s handbag.
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    ‘Andy’s handbag’, Just Doomed!


    •  Doing a stupid dive in front of the whole school, hitting his head on the bottom of the pool, knocking himself out and having to be rescued by Jeremy Smart, who he was actually trying to embarrass in the first place.
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    ‘I hate Jeremy Smart!’, Just Doomed!


    • Celebrating his short-story competition win in front of the whole school when he hasn’t actually won—Tanya Shepherd won with her story ‘The Ballerina Princess’.
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    ‘Kittens, puppies and ponies’, Just Crazy!


    •  Sneezing chewed-up marshmallows all over the girl he has a crush on.
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    •  Being naked or nearly naked in public (‘Cockroach’, ‘Copycat from Ballarat’, ‘Runaway Pram,’ ‘In the Shower with Andy’, ‘Mudmen’).
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    •  Being the only clothed person in a nudist colony.
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    The idea for The Day My Bum Went Psycho came from the fact that bums can be extremely embarrassing. They can release gas when you least expect them to. They can make noise when you least want them to. It’s as if they have minds of their own. I just thought: what if bums really did have minds of their own and could detach themselves from our bodies and run away? Imagine how much more embarrassing that would be?!
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    Zack Freeman woke out of a deep sleep to see his bum perched on the ledge of his bedroom window. It was standing on two pudgy little legs, silhouetted against the moon, its little stick-like arms outstretched in front of it, as if it was about to dive.


    Zack sat up in bed.


    ‘No!’ he yelled. ‘Come back!’


    But it was too late. His bum jumped out of the window and landed with a soft thud in the garden bed below.


    Zack stared at the window and sighed.


    ‘Oh no,’ he said. ‘Not again.’


    This was not the first time Zack’s bum had run away.


    Since his twelfth birthday, two months ago, Zack’s bum had made a habit of jumping off his body and running around the streets making a nuisance of itself. Zack was sick of it. So was the local bumcatcher who had already caught and impounded it three times.


    Until recently Zack’s bum had confined itself to a variety of harmless pranks, such as attaching itself to the faces of statues and passers-by.
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    But on its last outing it had joined a pack of five hundred feral bums who had lined the emergency stopping lane of the South Eastern Freeway and mooned all the people driving to work.
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    This stunt had caused many accidents, which the bums thought was a great laugh.


    The sentencing judge, however, was not amused and placed them all on twelve-month good behaviour bonds.

    I didn’t think there could possibly be a more stupid title for a book than The Day My Bum Went Psycho, but as I came to the end of the story and the Great White Bum was blasted out into space, the title Zombie Bums from Uranus came into my head and the whole thinking, wondering and story-making process started over again. In fact, it didn’t stop until I’d written Bumageddon: The final pongflict.
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    Two of my favourite stupid, over-the-top titles.
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    In the story ‘Kittens, puppies and ponies’ in Just Crazy!, Danny comes runner-up in the school short-story writing competition with his entry ‘Killer Mechanical Chickens from Outer Space’. Flushed with confidence due to his story-writing success he now feels more than qualified to give Lisa some advice on storytelling.

    I couldn’t have said it better myself … (Hang, on I did say it. Danny’s just a character I created.)

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    An invasion of killer cornflakes from outer space in ‘The day nothing bad happened’ (The Bad Book).

    P.P.P.S. If you’d let me have more words I would have told you about how I love Choco–pops so much that I once ate five bowls of them, one after the other. I would have eaten a sixth bowl, too, except that I felt a bit sick and then, guess what? I really WAS sick! All over the kitchen floor. A big brown puddle of Choco–pops. Mum and Dad were really mad. Sooty was happy, though, because he dived in and started to eat them. Which just goes to show how great Choco–pops are—even dogs love them! In fact, Sooty probably likes them even more than I do, because as much as I love them I wouldn’t eat Choco-pops that somebody else had already eaten and then thrown up.     In the story ‘Wish you weren’t here’ (from Just Annoying!), Andy borrows one of his neighbour’s garden gnomes to take on holiday with him so that he can photograph the gnome having a good time and then send his neighbour the photograph as if it were a postcard from the gnome.
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    Unfortunately, Andy’s scheme doesn’t go quite according to plan as he starts to imagine that the gnome is trying to kill him … but that’s another story.


     


    You don’t only have to send postcards from real places. You can send them from imaginary places too!
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    Another form of correspondence that I’ve always enjoyed is writing letters in the form of comic strips.


    Here’s an example of one I wrote from New Zealand.

Then, as now, I loved trying to work out what the reader might be expecting to happen and then surprising them with something that they weren’t expecting.

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    44. Wasting the

    reader’s time


    You don’t have to be a genius to know that being silly can be a lot of fun (which is how come I figured it out years ago). Telling stories provides plenty of opportunities for silliness and nonsense. Another way of thinking about nonsense is as a way of ‘wasting the reader’s time’. The surprising thing I’ve found is that many readers love having their time wasted! 


     


    For instance, we assume that when a story starts out it is going to make sense and that it will have a beginning, middle and end … but it doesn’t necessarily have to. In ‘Barky the barking dog’, the ‘story’ gets stuck on the one action …
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    The 13-Storey Treehouse


     


    Or, in the case of ‘The very very very bad story’ it gets stuck on the same two words for 11 pages until the book finally ends.

    But hey, if you think I’m good at wasting the reader’s time, then you’ve obviously never done one of Terry’s annoying page-number quests.

    STAMPEDE: AN AFRICAN ADVENTURE
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    45. What if … ?


    I’m not completely sure where ideas come from but I’ve learned that one of the fastest and most reliable ways of generating lots of them is to get into the habit of asking ‘what if?’ as often as possible. This simple question is a surefire generator of story scenarios. A lot of my stories—especially those in the Just series—are developed by asking a series of what-if questions, as the following examples show.


     


    ‘Are we there yet?’ (Just Annoying!)


     


    WHAT IF your parents threatened to stop the car and make you get out and walk home if you didn’t stop being annoying, and WHAT IF you didn’t stop being annoying and they really did stop the car and made you get out in the middle of nowhere and then drove away?     Random idea generator


    One of my favourite ways to generate a character and/or story idea is to make a list of adjectives on one side of the page and a list of nouns on the other. Then I mix and match until I find a character or idea that inspires me to start writing.
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    A fun way to work with the lists is to write out the numbers 1 to 26 and all the letters of the alphabet and then cut them all up (make sure you keep your numbers and letters separate).


    You should now have a pile of numbers and a pile of letters. Select a number from your number pile and a letter from your letter pile. Match these with the corresponding words in List 1 and List 2. (For example, if you had the number 20 and the letter T your random title would be ‘The evil Barbie doll’.) If you like the combination, use it as the starting point for a story. If not, try again. (You can also add the settings list when doing this activity.)


    Note: If you are a teacher doing this with a class, you can write each of the words on a separate card and then hand each student an adjective card and a noun card (and a setting) and challenge them to write about their combination.
