			Behold-My-Heart Breadsticks

			*Makes 12 breadsticks 

			Valentine’s Day is the perfect day to cook something special for the people you love. Here is an easy recipe that will go with any Valentine’s Day dinner. Before you get started, ask a grown-up for help, and don’t forget to wash your hands!

			Ingredients:

			• 1 can of refrigerated breadsticks

			• 1 egg, beaten

			• 2 tablespoons Parmesan cheese
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			Other things you need:

			• a large cookie sheet

			• a pastry brush

			• a spoon
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			What you do:

			1. Preheat the oven to 375 degrees.

			2. Separate the breadstick dough into 12 pieces. Stretch each piece until it is 12 inches long. 

			3. Shape each piece into a heart. Pinch the ends together. Place the heart on the cookie sheet. 

			4. With the pastry brush, brush your hearts with the beaten egg.

			5. With the spoon, shake a little Parmesan cheese on the top of each heart. 

			6. Bake for 10 to 13 minutes, or until golden brown. To make it extra yummy, try dipping your heart in warm pizza sauce. Enjoy!
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			Pilgrim Pride Cookies

			*Makes 24 cookies

			Make a small Pilgrim hat that you can actually eat. It is the perfect Thanksgiving Day treat! Ask a grown-up for help, and be sure to wash your hands.

			Ingredients:

			• 24 shortbread striped cookies
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			• 12-ounce bag of chocolate chips
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		  • 24 marshmallows

			• a tube of yellow decorator’s frosting

			Other things you need:

			• a cookie tray covered with waxed paper

			• a medium microwave-safe bowl

			• a large spoon

			• toothpicks
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			What you do:

			1. Set the cookies with the striped-side down on the cookie tray. Space them apart.

			2. Pour the chocolate chips in the bowl. Microwave for 1 minute. Stir with spoon. If the chips are not all melted, microwave an additional 30 seconds. Stir. Repeat until melted completely.

			3. For each one, stick a toothpick into a marshmallow, dip it into the melted chocolate, and then center it on top of a cookie.

			4. With a second toothpick, lightly hold down the marshmallow. Carefully pull out the first toothpick.

			5. Chill until the chocolate sets. Then use the decorator’s frosting to add a small rectangle on the marshmallow where it meets the cookie. It should look like the gold buckle on a Pilgrim’s hat.
