ANDY: A fire hose?
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DANNY: Yeah! See those people in that park having a picnic?

ANDY: Yes, I see them, but what have they got to do with a fire hose?

ANDY: Great idea, Danny!

DANNY: Thanks.

ANDY: Just one question.

DANNY: What’s that?

ANDY: Why would we want to do that?

DANNY: For FUN, of course! Just imagine it! All those drenched people rolling around in the wet grass, waving their arms and yelling, ‘Help! Help!’, and trying to stand up! And you know what we would do then?
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ANDY: What?

DANNY: We would just turn the hose up even harder and blast them all back down again!

ANDY: That doesn’t sound like much fun for them.

DANNY: Well, no, but it would be fun for us. And don’t forget—the pressure from the hose would be so strong it would blast everybody’s clothes off, so they would all be sliding around on the grass in the nude!!!

ANDY: But what if one of them had a mobile phone and they rang the police?
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DANNY: But they couldn’t because their mobile phones would be full of water.

ANDY: But what if somebody ELSE—who wasn’t in the park—saw what we were doing and called the police and they came and surrounded us and got out their megaphones and started shouting ‘PUT THE FIRE HOSE DOWN AND STEP AWAY FROM THE NOZZLE!’?

DANNY: Then we would blast them—and their megaphones—up into the trees and their uniforms would fly off and they’d all end up nude like everybody else. It would be SO funny!

ANDY: Yeah, but what if they sent a police helicopter as well?

I hate school holidays.

‘It is not a box,’ I say. ‘It is my head. I am a ro-bot.’

‘Neg-a-tive!’ I say. ‘I am not a cof-fee-mak-ing ro-bot.’

‘Oh, I see,’ says Dad. ‘Beyond your capabilities, is it?’
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‘Neg-a-tive,’ I say. ‘It is not be-yond my cap-a-bil-it-ies. I am just not pro-grammed for it.’

‘Well, how about helping me sort out this washing, then?’ says Dad. ‘It’s the perfect job for a robot. Nice and repetitive. See? This sock goes with this sock. This sock goes with that sock.’

‘Neg-a-tive,’ I say. ‘I am not a wash-ing sort-er-out-er ro-bot. I am not programmed for that.’

‘Are you just going to let him get away with that?’ says Jen. ‘It’s not fair! He gets out of having to do ANYTHING just by saying he’s not programmed to do it.’

‘It’s not fair,’ says Jen, shaking her head. ‘It’s just not fair. It’s just not fair.’ She’s beginning to sound a little like a robot herself.

‘Look on the positive side, Jen,’ says Dad. ‘Now that we know that Andy is really a robot, we’ll be able to turn his bedroom into a spare room. You and your friends will be able to use it as the hangout space you’ve always wanted.’

‘Thanks, Dad,’ says Jen. ‘That’s a great idea!’

‘But that does not com-pute!’ I say. ‘That is MY room. Where would I sleep?’

‘Robots don’t need to sleep!’ says Dad.

‘I do,’ I say. ‘I have been pro-grammed to sleep.’ Ha! Got him there! ‘Hopeless!’ I say. ‘It’s meant to look like an accident! The show’s called FUNNIEST Home Videos … not FAKEST Home Videos!’

‘Sorry,’ says Danny, ‘I’ll try again.’

‘No,’ I say. ‘It’s not working. We need something better. Bigger. Funnier! Maybe if you get up on the roof.’

‘The roof?’ says Danny.

‘Yeah!’ I say. ‘We’ll put the banana skin on the roof.’

‘What would a banana skin be doing on the roof?’

‘I don’t know,’ I say. ‘It will just be funny, that’s all.’

‘But I could get hurt!’ says Danny.

‘Not if you fall right,’ I say. ‘Do that sort of, you know, that sort of roll that professional stuntmen do.’

‘You mean that sort of roll that professional stuntmen go to professional stuntman school to learn?’ says Danny.

‘Yeah,’ I say, ‘that one.’

‘You’re forgetting one thing,’ says Danny. ‘Two things, actually.’

‘What?’

‘One: I’m not a professional stuntman,’ he says. ‘And two: I haven’t been to professional stuntman school!’

‘Okay,’ I say, ‘how about I put the trampoline underneath you? You won’t get hurt, then.’

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‘Yes, but it was MY idea,’ I say.

‘Yeah, but …’

‘So you’ll do it?’ I say. ‘Because if you don’t want to do it, there are plenty of others who will.’

‘Like who?’ he says. ‘Who would be stupid enough?’

The answer is nobody, of course. Nobody is stupider than Danny.

‘I can think of heaps of people who’d jump at the chance,’ I lie. ‘But I’m giving you first choice. So do you want to do it or not?’

Danny shrugs. ‘Okay.’

‘Hang on,’ says Danny. ‘Did you say “clothes off”?’

‘Yeah,’ I say. ‘At least your pants. It will be funnier if you’ve got no pants on.’

‘No way!’ he says.

‘Trust me!’ I say. ‘When somebody’s pants fall down or their dress gets ripped off, it’s really funny. So we’ll be combining danger and no clothes! We can’t lose!’

‘I’ll climb on the roof,’ says Danny, ‘but I’m keeping mypants on.’

‘Fine!’ I say. ‘But if we don’t win, we’ll both know why.’ 

Danny starts climbing the ladder.

He gets halfway up when he stops and turns around. ‘There’s a kitten,’ he says, pointing behind me.

I turn around.

‘Oh, yeah,’ I say. ‘It belongs to our neighbours. It’s always coming over here. Ignore it.’

‘But it’s so cute!’ says Danny, climbing down the ladder.

‘Danny!’ I say. ‘What about the video?’

‘But it’s a kitten! And it’s so cute!’ he says. ‘Look at its cute little face!’
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‘Danny!’ I say. ‘There are two hundred thousand dollars at stake here and you just want to stare at some dumb kitten’s face?’

Danny picks the kitten up and holds it close to his chest.

‘Hello, cutie,’ he says. ‘What’s your name? I think I’ll call you Fluffy. Because you’re SO fluffy!’

I don’t know how much more of this I can take.

In fact, I don’t know how much more of this the kitten can take.
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Now Danny’s touching noses with it.

‘Danny, do you realise cats have a lot of germs?’

Danny shrugs and starts climbing the ladder.

He climbs carefully from the ladder onto the roof.

I’m about to pass the tricycle up to him when we hear a loud, high-pitched noise.
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‘What’s that?’ says Danny.

‘What’s what?’

‘It’s coming from that tree,’ says Danny.

‘Ignore it,’ I say.

‘I can’t,’ says Danny, looking up into the branches. ‘Look! Fluffy is stuck in the tree! She must have run up there when you scared her.’

‘Well, let’s hope that teaches her a lesson,’ I say.

‘But we can’t just leave her there,’ says Danny.

‘Why not?’ I say. ‘She’ll be okay. She can catch birds.’

‘But she can’t get down!’ says Danny. He starts climbing back down the ladder. ‘We have to save her!’

‘Have you gone mad?’ I say. ‘What about our video?’
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‘I can’t help it if I love kittens,’ says Danny, picking up the ladder and carrying it towards the tree. ‘Just look at her sad little face!’

‘Danny,’ I say, ‘could you stop talking like that? You’re making me feel sick!’

Danny stops talking, but he’s got a crazy look in his eyes.

He puts the ladder against the tree.

As I watch him try to steady it an idea begins to form.

Kitten …

ladder …

tree …

idiot …

ladder …

tree …

tree …

ladder …

kitten …

idiot …

idiot … on ladder … up tree … AND a kitten …

If Danny were to fall out of that tree … we might just get our funniest home video after all.

And if the kitten were to fall as well … wow! I’ve seen plenty of people fall off ladders on Funniest Home Videos, but never a kitten! And NEVER both a person and a kitten at the same time.

This could be the funniest home video EVER!
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In fact, how can it fail? After all, what goes up, must come down.

I’ll offer to hold the ladder for Danny as he climbs, and then once he’s up I’ll adjust it so it’s sure to fall as he climbs down.

Yes, I know what you’re thinking. You’re thinking that you shouldn’t do that to your best friend. But don’t forget, we are talking about two hundred thousand dollars.
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TWO HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS!

TWO HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS!!!

I’ll be doing it for his own good … he’ll thank me for it later.

Besides, it’s not like he’ll get hurt. Not really. The ground is pretty soft. There’s plenty of grass. And he’s not up THAT high. Some of those falls on Funniest Home Videos are MUCH higher. Fluffy miaows again. And again.

And again.

I can hardly wait.

Any moment now …

I check that the video is recording.

It is.

But I’m too excited.

My hands are trembling.

This is no good.

It will ruin the video!

I sit down on the grass and steady the camera by resting my elbows on my knees.

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The impact knocks the video camera out of my hand.

I hear a sickening crunch.

Oh no, I hope that’s not my skull.

But I guess it can’t be, otherwise I couldn’t be hoping that it wasn’t my skull.

Oh no … what if it was Danny’s skull?
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What if I’ve just murdered my best friend?

Murdered my best friend for a lousy one hundred thousand dollars?

Well, technically I guess I would get the whole two hundred thousand dollars if Danny were dead.

Wait a minute!

What am I thinking?

What’s happening to me?

How could I be so greedy?

So heartless?

He’s my best friend!

I’m too scared to open my eyes.

But then I have another thought.

Not only have I just filmed a Funniest Home Videos first—a person AND a kitten falling off a ladder, but they hit the camera as well!

That’s the absolute icing on the cake of a funny home video!

It’s the BEST possible thing that could have happened!

‘Andy?’ says Danny.

‘Danny?’ I say. ‘You’re alive?’

Me, Danny and Fluffy.

‘Ouch!’ says Danny. ‘That hurt!’

‘You can say that again,’ I say. ‘But don’t worry, it will be worth it. I filmed the whole thing.’
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‘You … filmed … it?’ says Danny.

‘Yes,’ I say. ‘It was brilliant. You and Fluffy falling out of the tree and then, as if that wasn’t funny enough already, you hit the camera … it was a classic!’

‘But how could you have done that?’ he says. ‘Weren’t you holding the ladder?’

It’s Jen. With her new mobile phone. Her new mobile phone that has everything … including a video camera!

‘I got the whole thing!’ she says. ‘And I’m going to win two hundred thousand dollars from Funniest Home Videos, thanks to you two idiots! That was definitely the funniest accident I’ve ever seen!’

‘But that’s OUR accident!’ I say.

‘MY accident, actually,’ says Danny.

‘Yes, but it’s MY video!’ says Jen.

‘But that’s not fair,’ I say. ‘It was MY idea! I’m the one who put the ladder on the tree root so that it would fall.’

‘Thanks a lot, FRIEND,’ says Danny, giving me a dirty look.
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‘And thanks for the confession!’ says Jen. ‘I’m still filming, you know. And Mum and Dad are going to be very interested to hear you admit that it was all YOUR fault that the video camera got broken. So long, losers!’

She goes inside.

‘I can’t believe it!’ I say. ‘Not only did Jen just steal our two hundred thousand dollars, but Mum and Dad are going to kill me for wrecking the video camera. And, as if that wasn’t bad enough, now we’re going to look like a pair of idiots on prime time television.’

‘Look on the bright side,’ says Danny.
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‘Bright side?’ I say. ‘There is no bright side!’

‘Yes, there is,’ says Danny. ‘We saved Fluffy, didn’t we?’ 

I shake my head.

Fluffy.

Hmmm …

Hang on …

Fluffy …

That gives me an idea …

I wonder what Fluffy would look like in a tutu …

on a bike …

going down a hill …

‘Hey, Danny,’ I say. ‘Do your parents have a video camera?’

‘Yeah,’ he says.

‘Do you think we could borrow it?’ I say.

‘I suppose so,’ says Danny. ‘But if you’re planning to make another video, you can just forget it. There’s no way I’m going to be in it.’

‘Don’t worry, you don’t have to be,’ I say. ‘Here, Fluffy. Here, kitty, kitty, kitty …’
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1. Running with scissors.

2. Running while eating.

3. Running while eating a pair of scissors.

4. Asking somebody on the other side of the room to throw you a pair of scissors.

5. Running screaming out of the room and across a busy road without looking because you have a pair of scissors stuck in your eye.

6. Whacking your sister with a pillow and she pulls a fork out of her pyjamas.

7. Whacking your sister with a pillow and she pulls an atomic bomb out of her pyjamas.

8. Looking into the end of a hose to see why the water is not coming out.

9. Looking into the barrel of a popgun to see why the cork is not coming out.

10. Touching electric fences. 

11. Weeing on electric fences.

12. Chasing cars and trying to bite their tyres. (My dog, Sooty, does this.)
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13. Putting your hands out of the window of a moving car.

14. Sitting behind the driver of a moving car, putting your hands over their eyes, and yelling ‘GUESS WHO?’

15. Climbing out onto the roof of a moving car, lowering yourself down onto the windscreen and waving at the driver.

16. Picking your nose with a pencil.

17. Picking your nose with a pencil while running.

18. Picking your nose with a pencil while riding in a car travelling down a really bumpy road.

19. Pressing little red buttons that say, ‘DO NOT PRESS THIS LITTLE RED BUTTON OR THE WHOLE UNIVERSE WILL EXPLODE!’

20. Eating a whole can of baked beans.
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21. Playing with matches.

22. Playing with matches after eating a whole can of baked beans.

23. Jumping on trampolines.

24. Jumping on trampolines after eating a whole can of baked beans.

25. Doing a really high bounce on a trampoline. Especially when, while you are up in the air, some IDIOT, for example, Danny Pickett, comes along and moves the trampoline.

26. Moving the trampoline back to where it’s supposed to be and forgetting that you left a rake lying on the ground, stepping on it and getting smacked in the face with the rake handle.

27. Flicking rubber bands at your friends.

32. Boy germs. Actually, no. That’s just a joke. (Shocking fact #2: Not only are boy germs completely harmless, they have been scientifically proven—by me and my best friend, Danny—to be GOOD for you.)

33. Waving red capes at charging bulls with really big, sharp horns sticking out of their heads.
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34. Waving red capes at charging bulls with really big, sharp scissors sticking out of their heads where their horns should be.

35. Letting your best friend push you around in a pram and then discovering that he is NOT your best friend because he takes you to the top of a really steep hill and lets go of the pram.

36. Standing in a shower, putting your foot over the plughole and trying to fill the whole cubicle up with water. Especially when there are big cracks in between the doors, and the water leaks out, goes all over the floor and fills up the bathroom, and then your parents open the door and get washed down the hallway, out the front door and down the street by an enormous tidal wave which, as well as drowning your parents, drowns half the neighbourhood.

50. Chairs. Especially when some IDIOT, for example, Danny Pickett, pulls a chair away just as you are about to sit down on it.

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57. And you hear your parents opening what’s left of the front door and coming inside.

58. And when they see what you’ve done they get REALLY MAD!

59. AND THEY’VE GOT MACHETES IN THEIR HANDS!!!

60. Staple guns that go out of control and chase you around the house.

61. Parents that go out of control and chase you around the house with machetes.

62. Forgetting to hold your breath when you walk past a cemetery.

63. Forgetting to hold your breath when you walk past your sister’s room. (See number 31 on this list.)

64. Forgetting to start breathing again after you’ve walked past a cemetery or your sister’s room.

65. Invasions of aliens from other planets.

66. Invasions of scissors from other planets.

67. Each person in the world eating a can of baked beans on the same day. (Shocking fact #6: A mass consumption of baked beans of this magnitude would create such an overwhelming surge of methane that the protective layers of the Earth’s atmosphere would be instantly destroyed and all the fresh air in the world would rush out into space and all life on Earth would be instantly suffocated … even the fish.)

68. 73. Dreaming that you are running barefoot through a room full of loaded mouse traps and then waking up and realising that you ARE running barefoot through a room full of loaded mouse traps.

74. Digging holes. Especially when you are right next to the water at the beach and some IDIOT, for example, Danny Pickett, tells you to get into the hole and then buries you up to your neck in sand and leaves you there … just as the tide is coming in.

75. Playing with things that live in holes: for example, flesh-eating ants, spiders, snakes, your sister.

81. Jumping out of a plane with a shark-infested parachute.

82. Getting a bicycle pump, inserting the end into your mouth and pumping your head up until it gets so big that it explodes.
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83. Looking at the sun.

84. Touching the sun.

85. Using a vacuum cleaner to remove a bandaid that’s been stuck to your skin for more than six months, especially when the bandaid is really close to your eye.

86. Falling rocks. Especially when they are falling from outer space and they penetrate the upper layers of the Earth’s atmosphere and hurtle down at incredible speed and land right on top of your head.

87. Paper. (Shocking fact #10: Scientific studies have shown that paper cuts are the most painful injury it is possible to inflict on yourself … even more painful than trying to remove bandaids that have been stuck to your skin for six months or getting your eyeball sucked out of your skull by a vacuum cleaner.)
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88. Playing the game called ‘Scissors, Paper, Rock’ with your friends, because rocks and paper are bad enough, but scissors, as I have already mentioned, are REALLY dangerous (see numbers 1, 3, 4, 5, 34, 41 and 66 on this list).
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89. Jumping off a really high diving board with a really heavy anchor tied to your ankle, especially if it’s less than half an hour after a really big meal.

98. Swinging too high. Especially when some IDIOT, for example, Danny Pickett, is pushing you really hard.
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99. Swinging too high.
