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Here are some tips for helping your child



learn to read.







At first,


your child will be happy just



to listen to you read aloud.


Reading



to your child is a great way for them



to associate books with enjoyment



and love,


as well as to become familiar



with language.


Talk to



them about what is going



on in the pictures and ask



them questions about what



they see.


As you read aloud,




follow the words with your finger



from left to right.

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Once your child has started to receive some basic reading instruction, 

you might like to point out the words in bold. Some of these will 

already be familiar from school. You can assist your child to decode 

the ones they don’t know by sounding out the letters.




 

As your child’s confidence increases, 

you might like to pause at each word in 

bold and let your child try to sound it 

out for themselves. They can then practise 

the words again using the list at the back 

of the book.




 

After some time, your child may feel 

ready to tackle the whole story themselves. 

Maybe they can make up their own monster 

stories, too!
